Balakot airstrike

Balakot airstrike was carried out by the Indian Air Force crossing the Line of Control directed
against a terrorist training camp, to retaliate against the Pulwama Attack in Jammu And Kashmir.

India's General Elections 2019

The 2019 elections saw the Right-wing Bhartiya Janta Party's record-breaking return to power, af-
ter a resounding win by Narendra Modi-led National Democratic Alliance securing the majority
seats with ease for the second time.

Notre Dame Cathedral Tragedy, Paris

This was one of the most heart-breaking events, images of which will continue to
haunt people for years. Picturesque cathedral in the heart of Paris was burning in
flames as entire world was shocked in grief. The cathedral, that has rare and extreme-
ly expensive historical and cultural artefacts, lost most of its roof due to fire. Heart
breaking images of the burnt building came from Paris.

Article 370 and 35A Scrapped

The Narendra Modi government has decided to scrap Article 370 in Jammu and Kash-
mir. Home Minister Amit Shah announced the decision in the Rajya Sabha under
which the Indian government revoked Article 370 which gave special status to Jammu §
and Kashmir and proposed that the state be bifurcated into two union territories,
Jammu and Kashmir, and Ladakh. Article 35A of the Indian Constitution, which stemmed out of Article 370, gave powers
to the Jammu and Kashmir Assembly to define permanent residents of the state, their special rights and privileges.

Ayodhya Ram Mandir Case Judgment

Supreme Court has read out its much-awaited verdict in the Ayodhya land dispute of the Ram Janmabhoomi-Babri Masjid
case. In a unanimous judgment, the court has ruled in favour of a Ram Mandir. Supreme Court has directed the Centre and
Uttar Pradesh government to allot an alternative 5-acre land to the Muslims at a prominent place to build a mosque.

Legal Ban on Triple Talaq

The Muslim Women (Protection of Rights on Marriage) Act, 2019 passed on 26 July 2019 after a very long

discussion and opposition finally got the verdict (the Indian Supreme Court judgement of August 2017 de-
scribed below) to all women. It made triple talaq illegal in India on 1 August 2019, replacing the triple talaq
ordinance promulgated in February 2019.

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Lohri is celebrated one day before Makar Sankranti (Maghi ) and its date is determined as per Hindu Solar Calendar.
The date of Lohri changes every 70 years. In the late 19th century, Lohri used to fall on 11th January. In the mid 20th
century, the festival used to be celebrated on 12th January or 13th January. In 21st century, Lohri generally falls on
13th or 14th January. Lohri in the year 2020 will fall on 14th January as Maghi will be falling on 15th January.

A popular folklore links Lohri to the tale of Dulla Bhatti. The central theme of many Lohri songs is the legend of Dulla
Bhatti (Rai Abdullah Bhatti) whose father was a zamindar who lived in Punjab during the reign of Mughal Emper-

or Akbar.He was regarded as a hero in Punjab, for rescuing Punjabi girls from being forcibly taken to be sold in slave
market of the Middle East. Amongst those he saved were two girls Sundri and Mundri, who gradually became a
theme of Punjab's folklore.

Lohri is a popular winter Dogra and Punjabi folk festival celebrated primarily in Northern India. Lohri is celebrated
with a bonfire. The lighting of bonfires during this winter festival is an ancient tradition. Ancient people lit the bon-
fire to reignite the return of longer days.
